You must submit a current physical and the appropriate
immunization records in addition to On-Line Registration in order for your enrollment to be considered complete. You
can download and print these medical-related forms from the registration website.

Returning Students: After July 29th, schedules, IDs, bus schedules, and other information will be available once online
registration is complete and outstanding obligations have been cleared.

Students attending Alternative Schools or Programs Outside the District are required to register, pay fees, and apply
for fee waivers at their respective home school main office. It is imperative that all students, regardless of where they

attend school, register at their home school. Failure to register within the appropriate timelines will result in the
suspension of all services including transportation.

The Board of Education of District 214 shall waive all school fees assessed by the district as a requirement for a student's
participation in any curricular or co-curricular program of the district if the parent/guardian meets any of the following
eligibility requirements:

1. The student's household is one whose gross income is at or below the levels shown:

2. The family experiences a very significant loss of income due to severe illness or injury in the family.

Written evidence of eligibility shall be required of each person applying for a waiver for these reasons.

For the purposes of this policy, "school fees" mean any monetary charge collected by the school or district from a student
or the parent/guardian as a prerequisite for the student's participation in any curricular or co-curricular program of the
school or district. A school does not impose a "fee" when it requires that students provide their own ordinary supplies or
materials (e.g., pencil, paper, notebooks), which are necessary to participate in any curricular or co-curricular program.

School records fees.

Driver's education fees assessed pursuant to School Code [105 ILCS 5/27-24.2].

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a.  Only students who receive a District 214 “fee waiver” are eligible for a waiver of camp tuition. Only the camp
tuition is waived. All students must pay the registration fee and other camp fees (i.e., shirt, league, and “other”).

"School Fees" do not include:

a. Library fines and other charges made for the loss, misuse, or destruction of school property (e.g. iPad, musical
instruments).
Charges for the purchase of class rings, yearbooks, pictures, diploma covers, or similar items.

c.  Charges for optional travel undertaken by a school club or group of students outside of school hours (e.g, a trip
to Spain by the Spanish Club or a senior class trip).

d. Charges for admission to school dances, athletic events, or other social events.

e. Optional community service programs for which fees are charged (e.g., preschool, before and after school child
care, recreational programs).

f.  Optional fees or charges such as parking passes.

HOW TO APPLY:

Applications for fee waivers are available in the Infinite Campus Portal using the Meal Benefits Application. Once
completed, an eligibility determination will be sent within 10 days. No fee shall be collected from any parent/guardian
who is seeking a fee waiver in accordance with this policy until they have been notified of the District's decision regarding
the request or appeal if one is made.

You are advised that Illinois law 720 ILCS 5/17-6 provides that supplying false information to obtain a fee waiver is a Class
4 Felony. If the amount of the benefit is over $300, it is a Class 3 Felony.

If your request is denied, or a subsequent decrease in family income occurs, you may reapply for a waiver at any time
during the school year.

A denial of a waiver request may be appealed to the Associate Superintendent for Finance & Operations by submitting a
completed appeal form within two weeks of the denial. A decision will be mailed to the parents within thirty (30) calendar
days of the receipt of the request. If this appeal is denied, a waiver request may be appealed to the Board of Education by
submitting the completed appeal form to the Superintendent within two weeks of the denial. If appealed, the Board of
Education will consider such appeals within thirty (30) calendar days of the receipt of the appeal request. A
parent/guardian has the right to meet with the Board of Education to explain their reasons for the fee waiver to be
granted. The Board will notify the parent/guardian in writing of its decision, including its reasons if it denies the appeal
request. The decision of the Board of Education is final and binding,

Any questions regarding the fee waiver request process should be addressed to the main office of your child's school.

As described
in Board Policy, students who attend our schools must reside within the district’s boundaries. Verifying residency
annually helps us to protect district taxpayers by ensuring that resources are spent only on

students who live within the D214 community.

You are receiving this message to inform you that your residency within District 214’s boundaries
unfortunately could not be verified electronically. As a result, you are required to provide documentation to
verify that you are a resident within your school’s boundaries before your child can register for, or attend school
next school year. Below is a list of the necessary documents that must be provided. In order for your child to
attend school next year, you must verify your residency prior to July 15, 2022.

If you fail to prove residency by
July 15, 2022, you cannot be
considered a District 214 student
and a schedule will not be
provided.

Once verified, each household will receive an emailed confirmation, and there will be no need to submit
additional paperwork certifying residency within the district’s boundaries.

Communication will be sent to families whose residency could not be verified electronically. Details will
be provided on the documentation needed in order to complete registration and verify residency for the

upcoming school year.

Dear Parent/Guardian,
Immunization Requirement for the 2022-2023 School Year:

For the 2022-2023 school year, all students entering 12th grade shall show proof of having
received two doses of MENINGOCOCCAL CONJUGATE VACCINE (Menactra, Menveo, MCV4)
prior to starting school. The first dose should have been administered on or after their 11™ birthday
and the second dose on or after their 16th birthday. An interval of at least eight weeks between the first
and second dose is required. Only one dose of the vaccine is required if the first dose is
administered when the child is 16 years of age or older. You do not have to wait until your child
is going into 12th grade to get the 2nd dose of meningococcal conjugate vaccine - once your
child turns 16 years-old they are eligible to receive it.

Your child may have already received both doses of the required Meningococcal Conjugate Vaccine,
however we may not have received proof that they were given. Please check with your child’s medical
provider to determine if they received the two Meningococcal Conjugate Vaccines and, if they were
given, please ask that they complete all information indicated below, including their signature and office
stamp. If your child has not received both doses, you are required to get this vaccination for
your child or your child will be subject to exclusion as described in the school code of lllinois.

Your child will not be able to receive their class schedule or attend school in August until all
immunizations are up to date.

Please submit this completed form or an updated immunization record to the Health Office at Elk
Grove High School as soon as possible.

Please note - all students 16 years of age and older are required to
receive a meningococcal vaccine prior to entering 12th grade. If the
school health office does not receive proof that your child received
” L X the required meningococcal vaccine by the first day of school for the
2022/23 school year, your child can be excluded from school until
the appropriate documentation is received by our school health
n office. Students who have a medical, or other reason, for not
' receiving the vaccine must provide documentation to the health
office indicating the exception.

Chronic Health Conditions:

School achievement is dependent upon effectively meeting
the health needs of each student. If your student has a
chronic health condition such as asthma, severe allergies,
diabetes, or a seizure disorder, it is important for the school,
medical provider, and family to work together to provide the
best educational experience possible.

In an effort to provide your student the opportunity for a

successful school year, a number of printable healthcare

plans are available on the Elk Grove High School website under the Health Services tab:
https://www.d214.org/Page/265. Care plans are designed to help the school nurse
collaborate with your student’s medical provider and family to ensure that the child’s
healthcare needs are met at school. You can print the care plan from the link listed above
or contact the school health office to receive a care plan by mail or via email. A
new/updated care plan must be completed and turned in at the beginning of each school
year, or as soon as possible after the school year begins.

Students Needing Medication at School:

If your student requires daily or “as needed” medication at school, or if
they require an epinephrine injector or inhaler to self-carry or keep in the
health office during the school year, we ask that the district medication
permission form be completed for each medication needed. This form is
located on the Elk Grove H.S. website under Health Services:

Please sign and date the form and have
your child’s medical provider complete the section indicated. The form
should then be turned into the school health office along with the medication. All
medications provided to the school health office must be in their original container or
packaging, or alternatively, the medication must be in an appropriately labeled container
from a pharmacy.

We encourage you to consult with your child’s
medical provider whether or not the child can self-carry their emergency asthma
medication at school or if you prefer to keep it with the school nurse. The Medication
Permission/Medication Self-Carry Form must be completed and turned in along with
the Asthma Action Plan. The links to all of the appropriate forms are listed below. We
ask that you print out the forms you need, sign/date them, and have your student’s
medical provider complete their portion of the form. The completed forms should be
returned to the School Nurse at your student’s school.

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IMPORTANT HEALTH REQUIREMENTS
SCHOOL PHYSICALS FOR INCOMING FRESHMAN
(Class 0f 2026)

o A physical and immunization record MUST be completed by all class of 2026 incoming freshman
and submitted to the school nurse preferably by May 27, 2022, or at the absolute latest before the
first day of school on August 15, 2022. A copy of the State of Illinois Child Wellness Exam form is
included in this newsletter. If you choose to take your child to a local pharmacy or clinic for their
physical, you MUST bring a copy of their immunization records with you to that visit for the
clinic/pharmacy to review.

o Ifyour child completed a school physical, including immunization records, during 8th grade and the
exam is dated August 15, 2021 or after, please get a copy from the Junior High School and provide
it to us. This will meet the criteria for entry into 9th grade. SPORTS PHYSICALS ARE NOT
ACCEPTABLE FOR ENTRY INTO 9t GRADE.

e In order for a school physical to be considered FULLY COMPLETE, it must contain all of the
following:

o On the front side of the form: Fully completed immunization section with the signature of
the medical provider and the date of the exam.

o On the back side of the form: The health history at the top (parent section) must have all
questions answered along with a parent/guardian signature and date. The medical provider
must complete the Diabetic Screening and vitals (including blood pressure), height, weight,
and BMI of the student along with the “review of systems” section. You also MUST indicate if
the child is cleared for P.E. and sports at the bottom of the form.

o PLEASE NOTE: If the medical provider does not include their signature, date of exam, and
their medical clinic stamp on the physical, it will be considered invalid.

o Ifyou are turning in your child’s Physical Form in person during the summer months, please go to
Door 1 (Front Entrance) of the High School and turn it into Student Services or the Main Office. You
can also fax the form to the Medical Office at 847-718-4562. If you want to email the physical, please
scan the physical, save it as a pdf with your Child’s Name and ID#, attach this document to an email
to me directly (photographs of state-required health documents cannot be accepted). You
can also mail to Elk Grove High School - Attention: School Nurse. Elk Grove High School is open
during the summer months, Monday through Thursday from 7:00 a.m. to 3:30 p.m. The school nurse
will also be available during this time.

e District 214 Board of Education enforces a first day exclusion policy. If your child’s school physical
is not received or fully completed by the first day of school, they will not receive their schedule and
may be excluded from starting school until it is received by the health office. Students may also be
sent home from school on the first day if a completed and signed Physical and Immunization Form
is not received by that date.
