BE PREPARED TO MAKE FINAL COURSE DECISIONS
WHEN YOU LOG ON

To ensure a successful registration experience, please be
prepared to select the courses you intend to purchase and
complete the process within 10 minutes of placing your
first course into the shopping cart.

When a course is selected and put in the shopping cart,

a seat is essentially “on hold” for the purchaser. If the
registration payment process is not completed within

10 minutes the seat “hold” is lifted, the course is removed
from the shopping cart and that seat becomes available
to other purchasers.

WHAT TO DO IF YOU NEED COUNSELOR APPROVAL

When a student registers for a credit recovery course,

the system will verify that the student has previously taken
and failed the course. If the failed course is not found on
the student’s transcript a message will appear indicating
that counselor approval must be granted before proceeding
with registration. If you see this message, please select
the “Request” option.
