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Letter from Principal Cook

Dear Wheeling Families,

It is October. The air is getting cooler, days are getting shorter, and we’re heading into the final
weeks of the semester. Our fall sports are wrapping up, winter sports will be having tryouts soon, and the holidays
are right around the corner. Hopefully, at this point, your student is back into the full swing of things, and they are
experiencing a positive high school experience.

Recently, we conducted a needs assessment by surveying our students. Over 1000 students took the survey during
their P.E. classes. The data from this survey will help us develop programs and interventions to support our
students. This data will also allow us to identify areas where we may need to concentrate more time and attention.
Overall, the data tells us that our students feel valued, supported, and challenged. For example, 85% of our
students reported that they “feel like they matter to people at this school.” As a principal, | am very proud of that
feedback. However, | also recognize that 15% of our students reported the opposite. While our school goals are
often related to academic performance, | also want our students to feel like they matter to someone here at Wheeling
High School.

As we head into the holiday season and the end of the semester, we typically see a significant number of students
absent for extended periods for travel outside of the country. We understand that numerous factors lead to these
decisions to travel over the winter break. However, this is just a reminder that absences due to vacation are not
excused. If you plan on being absent over an extended period, please notify your teachers and try to work out a plan
to not fall behind at an essential time of the semester. With a bit of notification and preparation, your student and
their teachers can work out a solution to make sure they stay on track.

Sin
embargo, también reconozco que el 15% de nuestros estudiantes informaron lo contrario. Nuestras metas escolares
estan relacionadas con el resultado académico, pero al mismo tiempo quiero que todos nuestros estudiantes se
sientan importantes aqui en Wheeling High School.

A medida que nos acercamos a la temporada navidena y al final del semestre, generalmente vemos una cantidad
significativa de estudiantes ausentes durante periodos prolongados para viajar fuera del pais. Entendemos que hay
muchos factores que llevan a estas decisiones de viajar durante las vacaciones de invierno. Sin embargo, esto es solo
un recordatorio de que las ausencias por vacaciones no estan justificadas. Si planea estar ausente durante un
periodo prolongado, notifique a sus maestros e intente un plan para no quedarse atras en un momento esencial del
semestre.
